DIRECT SUPPORT PROFESSIONAL (DSP)
Provide assistance and supportive services to individuals with intellectual disabilities who participate in the services.  Assistance and support will include, but will not be limited to the following areas: self care skills, meal preparation, money management, academics, social skills, fine/gross motor skills, leisure time and community integration.  Complete all required documentation such as daily progress notes, support checklist/ISP data, and other information deemed necessary.  Attend and participate in staff meetings designed to coordinate and develop Individual Support Plans.  Provide transportation for individuals to and from the home and to activities in the community.
Applicant must have a high school diploma or GED, valid VA driver’s license.  Good DMV record required.  One year experience working with the intellectual disabled preferred.  Experience working with individuals who are intellectually disabled is a plus.  

Must complete and pass the following trainings:  CPR/First Aid, Mental Retardation Orientation, Behavior Management (Therapeutic Options), Medication Management.

Applicant must have an acceptable Criminal Background and Central Registry Check.  Criminal Background and Central Registry Checks are performed on all new hires.  
Services provided in the Day Support Program, Sponsored Residential Program, and In-Home Program.  Hours may vary.
